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Introduction
Cambridge Road C P & N School follows the National Curriculum guidance for History. As such it is ambitious and designed to help all pupils gain a coherent knowledge and understanding of Britain’s past and that of the wider world. It is designed to inspire pupils’ curiosity to know more about the past. The teaching of history will equip pupils to ask perceptive questions, think critically, weigh evidence, sift arguments, and develop perspective and judgement.
The curriculum lead for History is Mrs Rebecca Wylam and the Link Governor is Mrs Emma Proctor.
Aims
The History curriculum at Cambridge Road C P & N School aims to ensure that all pupils:

· Know and understand the history of the UK as a coherent, chronological narrative, from the earliest times to the present day.

· Know and understand significant aspects of the history of the wider world.

· Gain and deploy a historically-grounded understanding of abstract terms such as empire, civilization, parliament and peasantry.

· Understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyze trends, frame historically-valid questions and create their own structured accounts.

· Understand the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed.
· Gain historical perspective by placing their growing knowledge into different contexts.

EYFS Framework

Pupils will be taught about:

· To know some similarities and differences between things in the past and now, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.

· To understand the past through settings, characters and events encountered in books read in class and storytelling.

KS1 Framework

Pupils will develop an awareness of the past, using common words and phrases relating to the passing of time. They will know where the people and events they study fit within a chronological framework and identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods. They should use a wide vocabulary of everyday historical terms. They should ask and answer questions and understand some of the ways we find out about the past. 

Pupils will be taught about:
· changes within living memory. Where appropriate, these should be used to reveal aspects of change in national life
· events beyond living memory that are significant nationally or globally
· the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. Some should be used to compare aspects of life in different periods 
· significant historical events, people and places in their own locality.

Pupils will continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives within and across the periods they study. They will note connections, contrasts and trends over time and develop the appropriate use of historical terms. They will regularly address and sometimes devise historically valid questions about change, cause, similarity and difference, and significance. They will construct informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organization of relevant historical information. They will understand how our knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources.
